Today’s Bible Text
GENESIS 11:7-8; English Standard Version
7Come, let us go down and there confuse their language, so that they may not understand one another’s speech.” 8So the LORD dispersed them from there over the face of all the earth, and they left off building the city.
Paul’s Portion
In the Broadway play, “Into the Woods” there is a song titled, “No One Is Alone”. In this song is the line, “You decide what is right, you decide what is good.” To be fair, in the context of the play this statement is more about avoiding prejudices than about making moral decisions. Although the play uses this statement to suggest that not all witches or giants are bad, society often has its own take on this statement. Probably ever since Noah and his family stepped off of the ark there has been, at least a little of, the attitude of “Don’t tell me what to do.” It seems that humanity has within it this feeling that they can determine what is right and wrong. This is often expressed with the words of, “Don’t judge me,” or simply, “Don’t judge.”  In one extreme this attitude has resulted in humanity engaging in questionable behavior to say the least. Seeing the behavior and attitudes of much of society many have quoted Isaiah 5:20 “Woe to those who call evil good and good evil, who put darkness for light and light for darkness, who put bitter for sweet and sweet for bitter!” Obviously, the idea is that when humanity decides what is right or wrong they make poor decisions. Yet will humanity always choose poorly? Paul seems to suggest that humanity is able to choose what is right and what is good. In his letter to the Romans Paul states the following, “One person esteems one day as better than another, while another esteems all days alike. Each one should be fully convinced in his own mind.” Romans 14:5. The line of one being convinced in his own mind shows that people can decide what is right and wrong. Is this all Paul had to say on the subject? Of course not, just a couple of verses later Paul continues, “7For none of us lives to himself, and none of us dies to himself. 8For if we live, we live to the Lord, and if we die, we die to the Lord. So then, whether we live or whether we die, we are the Lord’s.” Romans 14:7-8. Paul is saying, “Yes, humanity decides what is right and wrong, but there are things to take into consideration when making the decision.” The major point to consider is that one is not an island unto themselves. This means that when deciding right and wrong how your decision affects the rest of humanity must be considered. Above this, however, how the decision aligns with God and His opinion of right and wrong must be considered. If your decision that something is right or good adversely affects your neighbor, or goes against the will of the Lord, then your decision needs to be reevaluated. Do not fall into the bitter for sweet trap.
