Paul’s Portion
[bookmark: _Int_Hmprpza4]	Today is the annual spectacle known as the Super Bowl. It is estimated that 72,000 people will be in attendance for this year’s Super Bowl contest. This number would be higher if the game was being played in a larger stadium. Those in attendance dropped a good chunk of change for the privilege as the average cost for tickets to this year’s Super Bowl is between $6,000 and $9,000 with some seats going for much more. Add to this initial cost of a ticket there is parking to consider. Parking for those attending the Super Bowl will be tricky at best and may cost as much as $18.  Then there is the cost of refreshments which is astronomical. Then again if you are willing to spend thousands for a ticket, $18 for parking and $20 for a hot dog is nothing. Besides the financial cost of attending the Super Bowl there is the cost of time. The broadcast of the Super Bowl will be at least around 3-3.5 hours. If one is attending the Super Bowl in person the cost in time will be longer. When one factors in the drive time, time to find a parking spot, time to find your seat, etc. attending the Super Bowl will be at least a five-hour investment. The Super Bowl is also an expensive event for businesses. For those who have the funds and desire, a 30 second commercial during the Super Bowl will cost the advertiser 7 million dollars. Even those who don’t advertise on the Super Bowl it is expensive in terms of employees as it is estimated that 16 million American workers will not show up for work on the Monday after the Super Bowl. Businesses are not the only ones who suffer attendance deficients due to the Super Bowl. Many fans will forego other activities to allow them to watch the coverage of the game. One activity that many will choose to miss in favor of watching the game is worship services. There is also the fact that although this year’s venue for the Supper Bowl is a covered stadium past year’s contests have been held in open air stadiums where the fans were happy to sit in all kinds of weather to watch the game. After examining these facts around the Super Bowl one has to wonder what the world would look like if the followers of Christ had the commitment and sacrificial spirit displayed by these followers of a sport. Granted there are many Christians who do display this kind of loyalty. The sad fact is many professing Christians complain about things like length of service, inconvenience of parking, the church building, tithing, and attending in bad weather. May God’s people truly follow the words of 1 John 2:15-17 even during Super Bowl season.
