Paul’s Portion	
	We changed the time on our clocks again this weekend. The time change occurs at 2 AM. It is doubtful that very many people stay up until 2 Am just so that they can move the hands on their clocks to the new time. Most people will make the changes to their clocks before they go to sleep on Saturday night. There undoubtably are those who will adjust their clocks on Sunday morning. There are also those who will go days or longer before they make the changes to their time pieces. It seems simple to remember that time springs ahead in the Spring and falls behind in the Fall. Still, it is not hard to imagine that there are those who can never get it straight whether they are supposed to move their clocks ahead for one hour, or behind for one hour. Some people, whether due to stubbornness, rebellion, or some other reason, refuse to adjust their clocks. These people leave their clocks set the same way year-round. This of course means that they are constantly having to make the adjustments in their head, because their refusing to accept the time change does not keep it from happening.  So, really they are merely fooling themselves. In the religious world there is a similar situation regarding baptism. Some people are confused about whether baptism comes before salvation or after salvation. Unlike the time change where it depends on the season as to whether it is forward or backward, there is no variation to the order of baptism and salvation. Peter stated that “Baptism, which corresponds to this, now saves you” (1 Peter 3:21). Peter was simply passing on the teaching he received from Jesus, for Jesus said that, “Whoever believes and is baptized will be saved” (Mark 16:16). Jesus did not say whoever believes and is saved will be baptized. Baptism comes before salvation. The book of Acts gives further evidence of this. In Paul’s conversion story after he had met Jesus on the road to Damascus and been sent to see Ananias we see Ananias telling Paul, “Rise and be baptized and wash away your sins, (Acts 22:16). If baptism comes after salvation how could it wash away sins? While humanity was still sinners Christ died for them, Romans 5:8. So, salvation was made available for sinners, but it is not possessed by sinners. Sins must be removed to obtain salvation. As further evidence, Peter stated that people need to repent and be baptized to receive the Holy Spirit, (Acts 2:38). If salvation comes before baptism then the Holy Spirit should have already come upon these believers. Move your clocks forward this weekend, and if needed, move your faith forward through baptism.
