Paul’s Portion
	Very recently I purchased a product online. Shortly after finalizing the purchase an email showed up. I actually didn’t see the email for a couple of days. When I did see the email, the subject line said, “More information is required to complete your purchase.” This concerned me a little since I was counting on the package arriving that day or the next, and I was concerned that the shipment was delayed because I had not dealt with the pressing information that was holding up completing the order. I opened the email expecting to see a message stating that a part of my address or credit was missing. What else could it possibly be that would delay the completion of the sale. What I found in the email was not an attempt to gather more information, but a message from a customer support agent. The jest of the message was to inform me that if there was any issue with the product I could contact customer service. On the bottom of the message was a question, “Was this helpful?” I clicked “No” and deleted the message. I did not think it was helpful that they wasted my time and caused me unneeded anxiety to let me know that they were available to do their job. Customer service departments stating that they are there to provide service for customers is as needed as a sign on an umbrella saying it can be used in the rain. Then again, it occurred to me that perhaps they were simply attempting to offer reassurance, which can be a good thing. After all Christians do the same sort of thing all the time. When a Christian hears of a brother or sister going through some hard patch the first thing said is usually, “I’m praying for you.” Why do we feel the need to say we are praying for each other? This is what we should be doing all the time anyway, it should be a given (1 Timothy 2:1). Christians are guilty of the same thing when it comes from love. Christians will speak of the love for each other as well as those outside of the Church. Why do we feel the need to speak of love, as if it was not expected. Love is supposed to be such a central part of Christianity that Jesus stated that it is through our love that others will know that we are Christians, John 13:35. Why do Christians state the obvious? There are really two reasons. One reason is to offer reassurance and comfort to the recipient. The other reason is that there are still people in the world who do not know what a Christian is or how a Christian acts. Therefore, statements of common Christian behavior exposes them to what Christianity truly is. The more people understand Christianity the more they will be receptive.
