Paul’s Portion
	It was August 25th, a Friday, early in the morning, and the year was 1944. On this Friday morning the French 2nd Armored Division and the U.S. 4th Infantry Division liberated the French city of Paris from the German occupation. It was four years earlier on June 14, 1940, that Paris fell to German forces. Now after four long years of occupation and oppression the French people were free. There was rejoicing in the streets with flowers, wine and kisses freely given to the troops as they took control of the city. The following day on August 26th there was a triumphant march down the Champs d’Elysees. Not everyone, however, was thrilled with the liberation of Paris. Naturally Adolf Hitler and the German forces were not happy to see Paris go back to the French people. Hitler had even given orders that Paris was to be leveled before letting it fall into the hands of the French resistance and American forces. There were also German sympathizers who were not happy to see German forces overthrown. These were French citizens who had gained power and riches by working with the Germans. Roughly 1,910 years earlier there was another Friday of liberation. This Liberation was not accomplished with military forces, but with Jesus Christ laying down His life for the sins of the world. This day of liberation shared some similarities and some differences with the Liberation of Paris. On this earlier Friday the liberation wasn’t for a single city, but for the whole world. This prior liberation didn’t free a people who had been oppressed for four years, but a people who had been oppressed for thousands of years. With the prior liberation the victory parade occurred before the actual event of liberation (Mathew 21, Mark 11, Luke 19, John 12). Just as in 1944 there were those who were not thrilled with the process of liberation. Satan did not want to see the world pulled from his grip. Satan’s forces had previously showed their resistance to Jesus’ liberation actions, (Mark 9:20). Shockingly at the time of Jesus’ act of liberating the world there existed (and still exist) Satan sympathizers. Satan sympathizers gain power, riches and more under Satan’s regime (John 1:11, 3:19-20). Even though some two thousand years ago Jesus triumphantly liberated the world from the grip of Satan there are still those who live as if Satan still has power over them.  In his letter to the Church at Galatia Paul told the Christians, “For freedom Christ has set us free; stand firm therefore, and do not submit again to a yoke of slavery,” Galatians 5:1, good advice still today, live a liberated life.
