Paul’s Portion
[bookmark: _Int_IDtWmqfI]Perhaps the most mystical thing in this world is a pair of socks. Socks are sold in pairs. When taken out of the drawer for the first time there is a sock for the right foot and a sock for the left foot. The socks are worn, then they are placed in the clothes hamper, then they are washed in the clothes washer and dried in the clothes dryer. This is when the mystical nature of socks is revealed. The socks begin as a pair, they are worn as a pair, they are washed and dried as a pair, but when they exit the dryer they are often no longer a pair. One of the socks has vanished. With a diligent search sometimes the missing sock is found. At times it is simply overlooked in the recesses of the washer or dryer. There are other times when the missing sock has smuggled out of the dryer inside of or attached to another article of clothing. Other times there is no trace of the missing sock. Conspiracy theorists suggest ideas like alien abductions, dimensions opening inside the dryer, or disintegration. Another aspect of the mystical order of socks is that without any explanation weeks later the missing sock will just materialize out of nowhere. No one knows where it went or from whence it came. It was just not there one day and the next day there it was. Despite socks having this tendency to vanish, people still use socks. Their mystical nature has not caused society to abandon socks. In one sense souls are like socks. Souls are not meant to go through this world alone. God from the beginning saw that it was not good for humanity to be alone, Genesis 2:18. This carried over to God’s Church which is why Jesus said to make disciples of all the nations, Matthew 28:19. Yet, there are souls who like socks mystically disappear. One Sunday they are there and then the next Sunday they are gone. There doesn’t seem to be a reason or explanation. There are times when they have not really disappeared, but rather have faded into the background. In these cases it is simply a matter of getting them involved once more in Church life. Other times they are gone. When this happens effort needs to be expended to find them and bring them back. Like a sock is not complete without its mate, the Church is not complete when one of their own goes missing. James tells of the benefits of bringing a missing member back into the fold, James 5:19-20. If society will not abandon socks despite their tendency to wander off, the Church cannot abandon souls that wander off. Remember the tale of the lost sheep, Luke 15:4-7, even one lost sheep is worth stopping everything and seeking the lost one until found and brought safely back.
