Paul’s Portion
Many people enjoy eating corn on the cob. There is much that comes before the corn on the cob appears on the plate to be consumed. The corn must first be planted and cultivated. If you want to enjoy your corn on the cob, you need to put some defense against the birds in the garden. Once the corn has grown and the ears have matured the corn must be harvested. Now the corn must be shucked, removing all of the leaves and hair. The hairs and some of the leaves like to stick between the kernels. Once all the leaves and hairs are removed it is generally a good idea to rinse the corn, this helps to remove any bugs or pesticide residue. Now the corn is ready to be cooked, which involves all the appropriate cooking essentials. One could eat the corn raw, but it is just better cooked. Once the corn is cooked there are still steps to be taken before it can be eaten. The corn must be removed from the method of cooking, placed on some sort of dish and presented to be eaten. Now it is time to eat the corn, but people do this differently. Some people eat the corn plain, while others add, salt, pepper, butter, and other ingredients. Adding all of these things do not change the fact that it is corn on the cob. Think of your Christian life as an ear of corn on the cob. One does not start as a Christian. The seed must be planted and cultivated. (1 Corinthians 3:6-7) Once the seed has been planted and is growing, the enemy will attempt to thwart the seed’s growth. (1 Peter 5:8) Thus, one needs to have a way to thwart the devil’s plans. The best defense against the devil is the Son, Jesus the Christ. (2 Thessalonians 3:3) As one grows in their life as a Christian some shucking must take place. All of the “Hair” and “Leaves” of the past worldly life must be removed. (Ephesians 4:22-24) Some parts of the past life will have deep roots and will not easily be removed. These will stubbornly stick. It will take extra care to remove these habits, and ideas from the past life. Even after the ties to the past life have been removed one still needs to be washed to remove harmful elements. (Acts 22:16) After all of this has been done there is still more to the new Christian life. One should add flavoring. (2 Peter 1:5-7)
