Today’s Bible Text
JOHN 10:7; English Standard Version
7So Jesus again said to them, “Truly, truly, I say to you, I am the door of the sheep.
Paul’s Portion
[bookmark: _Int_GFnX15qP]	If one is to believe the movies, a person on guard duty is to call out, “Halt, friend of foe” when someone approaches. Whether this is accurate or not, it seems a little ridiculous. If it is not a friend but a foe that is approaching, are they really going to admit it simply because a guard asked them to identify themselves? As ridiculous as it may be, this is in essence what Joshua did as they were approaching the city of Jericho. In the book of Joshua, chapter 5 verses 13 & 14 one reads, 13When Joshua was by Jericho, he lifted up his eyes and looked, and behold, a man was standing before him with his drawn sword in his hand. And Joshua went to him and said to him, “Are you for us, or for our adversaries?” 14And he said, “No; but I am the commander of the army of the LORD. Now I have come.” Basically, Joshua was asking “Friend or Foe?” The answer given is surprising. It might be thought that the angel, for that is what we will call him, would answer that he was for the Israelites. After all the Israelites were the people of God, and God had just delivered them into the Promised Land. Instead, the angel answers, “Neither,” rather he is on the Lord’s side. He didn’t choose Israel’s side since there was no guarantee that the Israelites would stay true to God. (As history shows they often were not on God’s side.) Thus, the lesson is to be on God’s side not the side of any nation, since nations may not be on God’s side. Interestingly, Paul has to give a very similar message to the Church at Corinth. The Corinthian Christians were making the mistake of choosing sides of either, Peter, Apollos, or Paul. This caused Paul to remind them that it is only God’s side that they should be on, 1 Corinthians 1:10-13. Even though Peter, Apollos, and Paul were good faithful men of God, they are still men. Being men they are not infallible. What a sad state of affairs if one were to hitch their wagon to a person only to have that person not live up to what is expected. The same can be said of clubs, groups, parties, even nations. Christians need to remember that citizenship is not here on earth, but in heaven, Philippians 3:20. With citizenship in heaven the Christian should always respond that they are not for this or that, rather that they are for God. This may mean that they abandon friends, family, parties, or any other worldly concern if that worldly concern does not align with God and His will. Above all else the Christian is to stand with God, His word, and His will. Do not let feelings, emotions, or even intellect dictate where you stand, or you may find yourself actually opposing God, Acts 5:39.
