A popular ice cream treat has the slogan, “What would you do for a Klondike© bar. A little more serious, a famous song from the musical “A Chorus Line” explains what the character did for love. It is somewhat amazing and sometimes disturbing what some people will do for love, or perceived love. The actress Grace Kelly left Hollywood for Prince Ranier of Monaco. King Edward the eighth, in 1936, left the throne to marry an American woman. Some years back a husband stepped in front of his wife when a person opened fire at a political rally. On a darker note, on March 30, 1981, then President Ronald Reagan, was shot. The reason given by the shooter was that he was trying to get the attention of an actress with whom he was in love. People have moved thousands of miles to be with the one they loved. There are stories of people who purchased businesses because they loved the product so much. People have watched movies and television shows countless times due to their love for them. Some people have been known to eat certain foods, have certain pets, or embrace other items, activities etc that they did not love but the one they loved did love the food, pet etc. God loved the world so much that He sent His only begotten Son for the world’s salvation. (John 3:16) Jesus loved mankind so much that He went to the cross and tomb. Paul loved his countrymen so much he was willing to forfeit his salvation if it meant their salvation. (Romans 9:3) A huge number of men and women have left their lives to travel to the mission field because of their love for the lost.
